2009 will mark the final year of a three year project to reappraise every property in the township. If
I have not yet been to your property in the past two years, I will be stopping by sometime in the
coming year. The reappraisal involves measuring every home and outbuilding as well as updating
the property records to ensure that all information is as accurate as possible. If you are not home
when I stop by, I will leave a questionnaire that you can complete and mail or drop off to me at the
township hall. Your cooperation will help ensure that all assessments are fair and accurate.

The 2009 assessment notices will be mailed out from Newaygo County towards the end of February.
Included with the notices will be an explanation of Proposal A and how it affects your property
taxes.

If you have purchased a new home, NEW applications for a Principal Residence Exemption
(formerly Homestead Exemption) must be filed by May 1st. You do not have to file each year if you
do not change your residence.

If you plan on splitting your property or adjusting a lot line, the Michigan Land Division Act & Ensley
Township Land Division Ordinance requires township approval. You can obtain a land division appli-
cation at the township hall or by downloading from the Assessor’s page at the Ensley Township web-
site — www.ensleytownship.org. All new parcels resulting from a land division or lot line adjustment
must conform to the current Ensley Township Zoning.

The new energy Code has gone into effect
as of the fall of 2008. This may alter your
design for any new construction you may
have planned.

Ensley Nature Preserve

The Ensley Nature Preserve, located on 136" Street, a quarter mile west of
Cypress, consists of forty acres of woodland and wetland donated by the
Michigan Department of Natural Resources to the residents of Ensley
Township for community use development.

The Nature Preserve Committee met in January and drafted 2009 goals as;
to complete the land survey, place permanent markers, mark and develop a
perimeter trail, complete the interior trail designs, grade and gravel the park-
ing lot, identify rare species and native trees, and to enlist community spon-
sorship for trails, benches, and picnic pavilions.

The Ensley Township Board recently approved a land survey project to be-
gin marking the boundaries of the Nature Preserve, and the committee is
actively seeking township residents willing to bid for grading and surfacing
of the new parking lot.

Trail development will include marking, cleaning, and laying out a walking
surface. Bids have been received for distinct types of material to meet ter-
rain and usage requirements.  Trails will be designed for distance, plant
material, education, and handicap use.

Community involvement in this project is whole heartedly welcomed. The
Committee will appreciate any time commitment your schedule allows.
There is a need for workers to trim large and small brush for trail develop-
ment, brush hauling, chipping, and bark transport along trails.
